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�RUMBA will move to RFC4646 for all languages.  (Example: en-us, en-uk, en-ast, etc.)


These are the user's institutional affiliations.  Portal should only show or indicate the affiliations with affiliationType = U (for user).  The affiliation Type "L" (for license) is only used for NovaNet and was a compromise with the Pegasus team.�


�May not be a school - could be a department, school district, region, prison, etc.  Any kind of possible organization that might use our products.


�RUMBA won't explicitly distinguish between schools and departments.  A department is just a child of a school.


�This isn't totally true - RUMBA supports special characters and in fact usernames are in unicode.  We don't restrict the character set.


�This isn't actually true.  While the policy is the same, RUMBA does not excluse special characters the way that SMS does.  RUMBA's password strength policy does require that we support ASCII, however.


�RUMBA doesn't support Security questions.  


�This is the opt-in "consent".  RUMBA stores this with the consents.  RUMBA will provide separate operations to get to this information.


�It will be important for Portal to render all times using the user's time zone preference.


�"Locale" is a clumsy way to say "Language".  The language attribute will be a combination of language and region which can be used to set "culture".  What this means is that all other culturally specific items can be derived from this setting.


�Most likely refers to the number formatting - this tells us whether they use a dot (.) or comma (,) between whole numbers and decimals.

�Online help language and screen language will not be different unless overridden by the content platform.  RUMBA and MyPearson will most likely display in the user's preferred language.  


�RUMBA doesn't store this today, but there are several calls to offer something here (mostly from Canada for Econ and Acctg and from Biz Pub).


�The remainder of these attributes are all No Child Left Behind attributes applicable only to US K-12.  RUMBA doesn't store any of this information.  


�Why would users set time display and date display?  This is very uncommon - better to derive these values from the "language" (here: "Locale preference").  This is how windows does it by default and you have to explicitly override it.  RUMBA can offer the override if it is ever needed (unlikely).
