MyPearson Common Theme Recommendations

Layout:
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• Instructor layout will consist of a two-column layout with the quicklinks area located to the right. The layout will include a horizontal menu for users that have access to multiple layouts. For instance in HE, instructors with Communities or Portal Admins would see the horizontal menu.


• Student layout will consist of a two-column layout with the quicklinks area located to the right. The student layout will not contain a horizontal menu.
• Note: The number of columns in the layout is not controlled by the theme, so programs like TED and Planet Diary that wish to have a three column layout can still use the common theme.
• System Announcements will display in the UPortal header channel on all views and can be dismissed by the user.

Header Area:
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	myPearson Branding: Clicking on the myPearson logo from any location in portal will return the user to the authenticated homepage.
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	Hello, First Last Name: This area displays the users first and last name.
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	(not you?): Clicking this link will log the user out and return them to the appropriate login page.
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	Edit ID: Clicking this link will bring the user to the Profile page. 
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	Help: Clicking this button will launch the help content in a new browser window. (need window dimensions)
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	Log Out: Clicking this link will log the user out and return them to the appropriate login page. The Log Out label may change to Sign Out for CG.
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	Horizontal Menu: Only users with horizontal menu items will see the horizontal menu. For HE, this means only Instructors with Community subscriptions will see the horizontal menu. All other user types do not see the horizontal menu.

Note: CG may consider an alternative treatment to carry more of a “tabbed” look-and-feel, as controlled by the CG skin. For example:
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Portlet Controls:
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	Lock Down: Certain portlets (TBD) will be locked down so the user cannot move or delete the portlet.
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	Portlet Title: Clicking portlet title will bring users to focus view of that portlet.
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	Drag Area: This indicates the area designated for drag and drop. Mousing over blank area in portlet title bar will display the hand icon. Clicking and holding in that area will display a closed hand icon and will allow the user to drag and drop the portlet to a new location.
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	Edit Button: Clicking this portlet will bring the user to a settings page for that portlet (equivalent to the “Settings” button we have today.) Not all portlets will have an “Edit” button.
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	Help Button: Clicking this button will launch the help content in a new browser window. (need window dimensions)
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	Expand/Collapse Button: Clicking this button will collapse the portlet so only the title bar shows. The button icon will then change to indicate the portlet can be restored to its original view. Clicking it a second time will expand the portlet to its original height.
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	Delete Button: Clicking this button will prompt the user if they want to remove the portlet from the layout. Upon confirmation, the portlet will no longer be visible to the user.

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	License Agreement: when clicked, will display license agreement in litebox.
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	Privacy Policy: when clicked, will display privacy policy in litebox.
