All this text will disappear when users select the 2nd radio button.

	Dynamic text.  “Valid Credit Card” is the title.  “If you do not have an access code, you can purchase access with a credit card or PayPal account.” is the subtext.  All this text will disappear when users select the 2nd radio button.
