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	If a new edition or version or new edition/version of the course is available, a sun icon will be displayed along with the text stating such. NOTE: All iconography that is found in the Courses portlet will also be visible in the Settings page. This includes the clock icon, hourglass icon, instance down icon, and pending deletion icon.
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	If there are multiple types of courses in a course listing other than courses you’re taking (e.g. teaching, not teaching, not yet started), another heading will be displayed stating what that other type is. This header will display a centered description of the category and give the option to hide the type. See section 2.6.1 for detail.
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	A lock icon will be displayed in place of the move icon in the header to indicate that it cannot be moved from its current location, nor can any courses displayed below it moved out of that particular section.

2.6.1. Settings Page, Show/Hide Header Behavior
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	If the show box is unchecked in a group header, all courses below it will be unchecked and hidden in the Courses portlet.
