1.1.  Requirements
This technical specification meets detailed requirement PROJ00264: Account Creation Requirements v .5, dated 9/25/07.
This is the main login page for MyPearson.com. It contains the tab for MyPearson, a content area that will display the standard myPearson logo or the site specific logo (eg myLab) in future releases, the log in area for users to enter the myPearson site, and a link to create a new account or verify their existing account works at myPearson.com. Login errors will be covered in 1.5.   Note: This is not the Guest Layout but will be accessed from a link/button on the Guest layout. – See Section 4

All other messages should follow standard SMS messaging rules, if any exist

1.5. myPearson Login Page Prototype, Successful Logout View 
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	When user has logged out of MyPearson after logging in from the MyPearson Login page, view will return to myPearson.com login screen with a message displayed between tab and login area stating that the user has successfully logged out.
